drawings, and record the answer with a drawing or, when appropriate, an equation.
Combine simple shapes to form larger shapes.

Uol: Students will explore what farm animals provide for humans—eggs, milk, and meat—and consider how these products are
produced and used in daily life.
PE: Enhance their fine and gross motor skills by practising movements and coordination to music.
